s I write this article there are about

six weeks of summer left and the

golf season is starting to wind
down. Before you know it, we will be
playing fall golf and to tell you the truth,
I think that is my favorite time of the year
to play. The scenery changes with all the
colors, the greens speeds can be amped up,
players can start in the morning wearing a
sweater and be in short sleeves by 10am.
It is just a nice time to play golf here in
Western Pennsylvania.

How is your game this year? Have you
gotten better or just coasting around not
seeing much improvement? I have spent a lot
of time giving lessons this season. I put out
a lesson special for the Christmas holiday
and sold around 275 three hour packages to
my customers. So as I wind down on my
over 800 hours on the lesson tee this season
here are some of things that I have learned.

One of the first things that I ask my
students is “what are you hoping that we
can do for your game with the time you are
going to spend with me?” Almost every

single student says, “I would like to be
more consistent.” The first thing that I try
to explain is that they are already pretty
consistent. They set themselves in the same
posture (that may or may not be right), they
grip the club the same way (that may or
may not be right), and they do all sorts of
things the same way (that may or may not
be right). I’m sure you can understand what
I’m saying. The problem is that golf is not
a game that lends itself to consistency. Even
at the tour level, if players were able to be
consistent, you would see the same player
winning every week. Some play more
consistently than others, but they don’t
win every time they tee it up. Tiger Woods
has the best winning percentage of all the
tour players that are still alive. As of July
2016, he has 79 wins in 324 events giving
him a 24.2 percent winning percentage.
As a golfer that is phenomenal and those
statistics for a major league pitcher would
mean unemployment. The closest player
to him at that point was Phil Mickelson
with 42 wins in 542 events, 7.75 winning



percentage. So, what does all that mean to
the regular player? It means that even the
guys and girls that are playing the game
professionally and work on their games
every day have a hard time being consistent.
What chance does the regular player have?
I ask all my students before the first lesson,
“How much have you been practicing?”’
The answers are sometimes funny, “I just
play”, “I don’t have time”, “do you mean
hit balls?” very rarely does someone say
they hit a bucket of balls a week. I started
asking “when was the last time you hit a
bucket of balls?” you get a look like you just
asked them when the last time they went
to confession.

Getting better doesn’t involve beating
balls like a madman, but it helps. It helps
even more if you have some structure and
are practicing the right things. Beating balls
for the sake of beating balls does not help
if the player is not working on something
that is going to make their ball striking
better. If you want to get better you have
to learn how to be more consistent and
players need to be prepared to handle his/
her inconsistencies because they are going
to happen. You can be sailing along hitting
good shots, knocking on the greens and
hitting good putts, then you get a little
nervous, swing a little too quick and hit a
screaming duck hook into the left woods.
Now what? The player usually will call
themselves a few names, maybe tosses
a club, then the heart rate goes up and

adrenaline is flowing. This is the point
where the player needs to calm themselves
and make sure that they hit a good solid shot
that puts them back in play and not the “Hail
Mary” shot that they probably can’t pull off
anyway. Here is a good rule of thumb, if
you are looking at a very difficult shot and
you don’t think that you can pull off that
shot 8 out of 10 times, hit the safe shot.

So, here are my thoughts about striving
to be consistent...don’t worry about it.
Looking for perfection killed Tiger’s
game, he was one of the best players who
has ever played the game. He won the US
Open at Pebble Beach by 15 shots! 15 shots
seriously! A skinny little punk with no
fear and probably not that many thoughts
in his head other than to knock down his
opponents and stepping on their heads when
he could. He had something to prove, he
wanted to win, then something happened.
He started bulking up for more power,
started searching for the perfect swing.
When he won by 15 his swing wasn’t
perfect, but it surely wasn’t broken!

Have fun with your game, know that you
are going to be inconsistent and learn to
deal with it. Ben Hogan used to say that the
guy that won was the guy that had the best
misses because in his mind, if it didn’t go in
the hole, it was a miss. Swing your swing as
Arnie would say, hit it and chase it, find it
and hit it again. If you want to narrow where
you are going to miss the ball, come see me
or your local PGA Professional. ®
